Documentation: The Chicago method for documenting books, academic
studies, and scientific research

Documentation concept

The word documentation means that it is recording something in an official manner
and making the thing reliable and trustworthy. Documentation in the field of scientific
research protects the researcher and enhances his scientific position in what is stated
in his research that this is what another person who preceded him in this field reached.
This directly confirms honesty, loyalty and recognition of the rights of others. And

their works and scientific production.

The importance of preparing a list of sources

Preparing a list of references represents the actual test of the extent of scientific
honesty and the honesty of the researcher himself. Scientific honesty means
acknowledging the merits of others, which is crystallized in the researcher’s use of
their ideas, quoting complete texts from their works, or even using the statistical
numbers contained in their works as a secondary source of information and statistics,
with reference to this in The section on the list of references used; Since honesty in
the composition and preparation of the reference list is the means and basic
foundation for indicating the quality of the research and an expression of the extent of

the effort that the researcher has made in preparing the research.
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Methods of utilizing resources

References are used at two levels:

First: The literal transfer of the entire text of an item that does not exceed several lines
or an algebraic formula. In this case, it must be noted that these lines are taken from a
work, a thought, and a specific book or reference, by placing a noticeable mark,
number, or star above the taken part and then at the bottom of the page on which it is
mentioned, accompanied by data. Complete information about the author, the name of

the reference, and the page number from which these lines are taken.

Second: Benefiting from the thought of others, and this means that the researcher
reads a group of references on the subject of his research, then reformulates them with

his own thought, style, philosophy, and expressions. In that case, honesty requires him

to place the name of the reference and the name of its author in the list of references

used in preparing the research without The author's information must be mentioned at
the bottom of the page on which the topic is written, and in this case the reference

information must be mentioned.

The Chicago Method for Documenting Scientific Research is the second name for
The Chicago Manual of Style (CMOS), and it is one of the most widely cited citations
in the United States of America from researchers working in departments of the social
sciences and humanities.

- Documentation of the book: name of the author, title of the book, part (if any),

edition (i), place, publishing house, year of publication, page (p).




Example: EIham Mahmoud Kazem, The History of Basra in the Ottoman Era, Al-
Najaf Al-Ashraf, Al-Mizan Publishing, 2014, page number.

- Documenting a joint book: name of the first author, name of the second author, title
of the book, part (if any), edition (i), place, publishing house, year of publication,
page (p). Example: Wahab Fahd Al-Yasiri, Noha Nima Al-Arbawi, the historical and
planning development of the ancient city of Kufa, Amman, Majdalawi Publishing
House, 2019, page number.

- Documentation of a translated book: the name of the original author, the title of the
book, the name of the translator, the place, the Sunnah publishing house, page (P).
Example: Deets Smith, Indonesia, Its People and its Land, translated by Hassan
Mahmoud, Cairo, Franklin Publishing Corporation, 1962, page number.

- Documentation of research published in the journal: author’s name, research title,
journal name, volume (volume), issue (p), page number (p).

Example: Saeed Rashid Abdel Nabi, The South Korean Experience in Development,
Journal of International Studies, Issue 38, Baghdad, 2007, page number.

- Documenting university theses and dissertations: name of the researcher, title of the

thesis/dissertation, (unpublished) name of the university, name of the country, page

number (p).

Example: Israa Karim Muhammad Al-Kalabi, Neville Chamberlain and his role in

British politics 1869-1940, Master’s thesis (unpublished), University of Kufa, College
of Education for Girls, 2014, page number.

The same methodology is used in writing a doctoral thesis.
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
